Guidelines for Group Picnics

 

The objective of these guidelines is to promote a friendly, safe environment for our picnics, as well as promoting responsible dog ownership.

 

1. Owners are responsible to monitor closely their own dog or dogs while they are off leash. Please inform other owners if your dog could be shy, aggressive, or rough when playing with other dogs. 

2. Owners shall be responsible for picking up after their dog (poop & scoop rules apply). 

3. During owners mealtimes, all dogs must be put on leashes or returned to their owners vehicles, if safe to do so.  This should eliminate any food-based aggression that may occur and stop any food theft.
4. Given the potential for undesirable interaction between intact males, the policy for all intact males over 2 years of age is to be leashed.  Such intact males shall have an opportunity to be off leash one at a time, for timed intervals. Young males that are randy, or show signs of aggression shall also be leashed. Stud dogs must have an experienced handler or superior supervision, otherwise these dogs should not attend group picnics.

5. Bitches in season should not attend group picnics.  

6. During activities such as lure coursing, games, or canine good neighbour testing,, all dogs must be leashed to ensure the safety and focus of all the dogs participating in such events. 

7. The owner of a dog involved in an altercation may be required to
 put his or her dog on a leash for the balance of the picnic. Should the owner not agree, he or she must remove the dog from the picnic area.

8. Should an altercation result in a victim dog requiring medical attention, the owner of the dog responsible for the attack is  responsible for paying all the associated expenses. 

After an altercation where the owners dispute which dog started the confrontation, each owner involved is required to leash or crate their dogs.

Payment of veterinary bills is to be resolved between the parties involved.   The RRCEC, or its executive members, are not liable for any cost whatsoever, howsoever caused.  Acceptance of the foregoing is a condition of attendance at any group picnic.
